2. A failure r.o conform t.o the provisions of t:his convenr.ion uould be a 
failure r.o live up to the int.~rnat.ional obliga~ions of our countries. 
In addi~ion, i~ ~ould expose our own prisoners in German hends to 
re~alie~ion. The Gcrn ens have shown ~hat they will take advantage 
of any alleged breach of the Geneva Convent.ion to inflic repris&ls, 
in exaggcre~ed for~, on ~llicd prisoners of war in their hends~ 
N:, lcgi·cimal:e excuse must. heroforc be 6 ivcn for German complaint 
t:ha:-: '-:he hcrms of +.he Geneva Convcn+:ion have been violai:ed. 

3. On the o :~her hand, trec:.t.ncnt of enemy prisoners of \7£r in a manner 
be ·~ter :han is required by t.he Convention le&ds t.o charges tha • 
eneny prison6rs ere unnecessc.rily given sup~lics ~nd facili~ics 
Which t1ay noct be available t.o t:he civilian populE~ion, and r.he • 
they are bo :- t:er t.rea>:ed t.han our ovm prisc,ne:..rs in German he n::1s. 

4. It: is 1-:hc policy of the Supreme C0I:'JI1Einder t;hat. t.hc trca .ment of 
prisoners of v;ar uill be no beHcr c:.nd no worse +.hen ~he sl-;e.ndard 
se~ by the Geneva Convent.ion. 

5. The close fcllo~ing of ~his line of action is not. eaev and denends 
special a~t.ent.ion. Cot1m:ndcrs re;sponsible ~ill t.akc :~he necessary
