Competition for 1947 Rhodes schol­
arship awards, which features a new 
War Service scholarship for the first 
time, is announced by Prof. S. L. 
Mason, UND institutional representa­
tive. 

Mason explained that the War 
Service scholarship is open to vet­
erans who have been unable to com­
pete because of service in the armed 
forces or persons who held essential 
jobs during the war. ' 

Those in these groups who reached 
the age span of 19 to 25 since Oct. 
1, 1940 are eligible to apply. Quali­
fications are the same as' for the 
regular scholarship except that only 
one year of college, instead of the 
usual two, is required and marriage 
is not a bar. 

The scholarship, founded in 1904 
by the late Cecil J. Rhodes, South 
African statesman and industrialist, 
is based on scholarship, physical at­
tainments· and character. 

Eighteen North Dakotans, includ­
ing nine from UND have won the 
award. Last year, three UND stu­
dents were selected as state repre-

( The 1940 census set North Dako­
ta's population at 641,935). 

The m i g r a t i o n started in the 
drouth years of the '30s, points out 
.Dr. J. M. Gillette, head of the so­
ciology department, and continued 
during the height of the depreS'sion 
until it reached its peak during the 
war when many North Dakotans 
went to work in defense plants on 
the coasts. 

"Farms have become larger and 
more mechanized and there have 
been fewer places for young people 
to start," said Dr. Gillette. He stat­
ed that most young ·people who leave 
the state move to the larger cities 
in search of jobs. 

Add Full -Time Instructor 
To U Journalism Staff in Fall 

Preparing for another record-shat­
tering enrollment this fall, the de­
partment of journalism is adding an­
,other full time member to its teach­
ing staff. 

Selected for the position is Walter 
S. Losk, a 1942 graduate of the de­
partment who currently is associate 
editor of Commercial West, bank­
ers' trade publication published in 
Minneapolis. 

A veteran of World War II, Losk 
has had experience on several North 
Dakota and Minnesota weekly news­
papers which, it is expected, will es­
pecially fit him for a curriculu:r:n here 
that has been widened to . permit 
more attention to weeklies'. 

Alvin E. Austin, department head, 
~oints out that all but 10 of the 138 
North Dakota newspapers are week­
lies, and that this fact has led to 
the decision to slant more courses 
to this field. 

Fall plans include resumption of 
Associated Press wire service; an 

expanded photography cours•e f or 
which a large modern darkroom has 
been newly equipped, and continua­
tion of a lecture series started last 
year in which newspapermen come 
to the campus to give journalism 
students the benefit of their ideas 
and experience. 

Three members of the Grand Forks 
Herald will continue on the journal­
ism faculty. They are Fred J. O'Neil 
night editor, who will teach report: 
ing and editing-copyreading; T. A. 
Evanson, photographer, who will be 
in charge of photography classes, 
and J. ·warren McClure, advertising 
manager, who will teach advertis­
ing. 

Joe W. HugheS', director of the 
University Press, again will conduct 
classes in ''printing and publishing," 
which will be expanded from one to 
two semesters this year. 

Enrollment last year totaled 114 
students - 78 of them majors in 
journalism.

Congress Action 

On Pay Boosts 
Campus veterans had their eyes 

glued on Washington this week, where 
a bill to increase their subsistence al­
lowances was limping through con­
gress. 

Passed by the senate, the measure 
now is awaiting action by the house. 

The act adjusts benefits to veter­
ans attending school under the GI 

. bill pf rights from the present $65 
a month to $75 for single vets, from 
$90 to $105 for married veterans 
without children and from $90 to 
$120 for those who have children. 

Senator Taft of Ohio said these 
15 per cent boosts• were intended to 
compensate for higher living costs. 
He estimated that the bill would cost 
$200,000,000 a year but believed it 
"justified and that it will enable 
more veterans to continue their edu- . 
cation." 

Another bill affecting many cam­
pus veterans was passed by both 
houses of congress and was awaiting 
President Truman'ss approval or 
'Jeto. It would permit former enlist­
ed men to cash their terminal pay 
bonds. It is estimated that nine 
million veterans now hold $1,800,000,-
000 worth of these bonds.
