1t is not unusual to aspil·e 

for and achieve a college ed­
ucation. But it is less com­
mon for an entire family of 
five to be members of the 
campus community at the 
same time. 

Dr. Walter Wasdahl, convinced 
Eylands to return to UNO and 
accept a fellowship. 

"One morning," the doctor 
relates, HI woke up 10 years 
old and decided it was noW or 
never." 

Two decades ago EyJands and 
hjs wife spent four years living 
in the section of UNO houSing 
known as the "tin huts." Rent 
was $20 a month then and the 
first 100 kilowatt hours of elec­
tricity were provided free. 

But during the ensuing years 
costs have gone up, and there 
is now the entire family to put 
through college. A subsidy from 
the Rugby clinic has helped, 
and additional funds have been 
accumulated by the family dur­
ing the last several years. 

"My legacy to my sons is to 
subs.idi.7.e au the education they 
can absorb," Eylands says. "And 
I have always promised my 
wjfe an opportunity to finish 
college." 

The three Eylands sons w-ere 
brought up famHiar with the 

medical environment and com­
fortable with the profession, 
but according to their father, 
have never been pressured to 
enter the field of medicine. 

In fact, Kurt and Kris are 
interested in fields totally un­
related to medicine. Kris plans 
to major jn music and his older 
brother has recently acquired 
an enthusiasm for scuba diving. 
Val, however, gave up footbJ.11 
in favor of medicine. 

For Dr. Eylands, particularly 
when the family was divided 
between Rugby and G r a n d 
Forks, it was often difficult to 
maintain a semblance of a 
closely-knit family unit. 

With the three sons living 
in different accomodations and 
under dUferent situations, Sun­
day nights have become the 
prime time for lhe family to 
get together, a time to discuss 
and compare the events of the 
week. 

"We are now a closer famlly 
then we have been for a long 
time," Eylands says.

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Women's athletics entering new era

Physically, S i o u x basketball 
stars Bob Eaglestaff and Linda 
Knutson are in a different 
league. 

Eaglestaff, starting forward 
for the University of North Da­
kota men's basketball team, is 6 
feet 8. Knutson, who starts at 
forward for the women's team, 
is 5 feet 9. 

Men have the edge not only in 
height at the University but also 
in budgeting for their well-estab­
lished athletic teams. But, according 
to UND officia]s, women are asking 
for-and getting-a larger slice of 
the athletic pie. 

ln monetary terms, the 1974-75 
bu,dget for women's athletics tripled 
from a year earlier to $15,000. And 
the budget should take another jump 
in 1975-76, according to Len Marti1 

UND athletic diTector. 
In terms of participation, women 

coaches at UND are fin.ding more 
inte;-est than ever before in the six­
year history of intercollegiate com­
petition for women. About 80 women 
have turned out for one or more of 
eight sports offered this year, reports 
Dr. Helen Smiley, women's athletic 
coordinator. 

"As far as numbers, we're not 
knocking on doors anymore,'' says 
Smiley. "The girls seem to want to 
participate. We're finding that girls 
coming out of high school definitely 
want to compete." 

The women's program, despite its 
recent growth, is still in its infancy 
compared to the men's program, 
which was budgeted for $550,000 this 
year. (The men's teams offset their 
budget by $180,000 in revenues from 
spectators last year, Marti points out, 
while women didn't charge admis­
sion.) But UND officials say women 
will be given an equal chance to ex­
ceJl as their program develops. 

Right now that program includes 
women's intercollegiate teams in 
badminton, basketbaU1 field hockey, 
golf, swimming, tennis, track and 
field and volleyball. The staff in­
cludes six part-time coaches under 
Smiley. 

The UND women compete in the 
eight-school Minnkota Conference, 
which includes North Dakota State 
University, Valley City State College, 
Mayvi11e State College, Concordia 
College, Moorhead State College, 
Bemidji State College and the Uni­
versity of Minnesota at Morris. 

"We see our program just as val­
uable as the men's," says Smiley 
about the athletic program. 111 
wouldn't be in athletics if I didn't 
feel it had a lot to offer to girls 
and people in general." 

Even men at UND are quick to 
defend female athletes. 

11Athletics has the same benefits 
for women as it does for men," says 
Marti. He says the women's program 
will be provided with "just as good 
facilities, just as good coaches, just 
as good finances when they're ready 
for it." 

Opportunities for women should 
equal those of men, says Dr. George 
Schubert, who chaired a committee 
studying athletics at UND last spring. 
"They have to compete at the level 
they feel capable of," says Schubert, 
who· is an associate professor of 
speech pathology and audiology and 
serves as a faculty representative to 
the men's North Central Conference. 

"The men are quite well eStab­
lished," adds Schubert. "The women 
aren't yet." 

Schubert's committee, which re­
ported to UND President Tom Clif­
ford jn April, 1974, suggested the 
$15,000 1974-75 budget for women, 
which was approved, and suggested 
a $25,000 budget for 1975-76. The 
committee also recommended the 
establishment of 10 women's athletic 
scholarships, also approved by the 
athletic department. 

Among other suggestions made by 
the committee in the area of wo­
men's athletics were time and salary 
allotments for women coaches equit­
able to those given men and more 
publicity for women from the UND 
Sports Information Office. 

To inCrease publicity for the wo­
men's teams- which Smiley says is 
necessary to build spectator support 
-the Sports Information Office ad­
ded a part-time stalf member last 
year to 'publicize women. 

While UNO athletic officials work 
toward comparable programs for 

men and women, they are waiting 
for interpretations of federal Title IX 
laws, which outlaw discrimination 
by sex. Guidelines from the govern­
ment on how educational institutions 
can comply with the new laws are 
expected this spring, according to 
Marti. 

Originally, Title IX laws were in­
terpreted as requiring duplicate pro­
grams for men and women to insure 
equality, Marti says. Now, athletic 
officials believe the federal Jaws will 
require "equality and reason" but 
stop short of an immediate 50-50 
split for men and women, the athletic 
director says. 

"I don't see how any institution 
can split its budget overnight and 
say 'you take this' and 'you take 
that'," says Schubert. "That isn't a 
reasonable solution." 

Rather Schubert contends, wo­
men's athletics should be funded at 
the level needed for their programs. 

Girl Athletes 

UND women competed only on an 
intramw-al basis until 1968 when 
they s).arted a limited program of 
"extramurals" with budgets of about 
$1,000 per year. Regular intercol~ 
legiate competition didn't begin until 
1972 for UND women, who joined 
the newly-formed Association of 
Intercollegiate Athletics tor Women. 

Intercollegiate competition wasn't 
new to UND iwomen in the late 
1960's, however. Women's basketball 
was the first extramural sport for 
women at the turn of the century. 
The UND women compiled a 10-0 
record in 1905, but their intercol­
legiate program had died out by 
1920. 

In the 1920's and 30's, UND wo­
men competed in tennis, rifle, 
archery and track teams with near­
by coJleges. In 1924, the UND wo­
men's track team finished 13th in a 
national tournament involving '75 
teams which sent in their results by

telegraph to tournament judges in 
Los Angeles. 

For most of the 20th century, 
though, the emphasis has been on 
intramural sports for women. 

For the future, Smiley predicts the 
women's program will develop spec­
tator support and begin reeruiting 
female athletes, a practice which was 
discouraged by women's conferences 
until recently. 

Funding for women will continue 
to grow, Smiley believes. "They 
haven't turned me down for what 
I've asked yet," she says. An d with 
the development of high school ath­
letics for girls, participation and ex­
cellence will both be on the upswing, 
Smiley says. 

Women with superior athletic abil­
ities will be given "every chance to 
excel," says the women's athletic di­
rector. To Helen Smiley, that's what 
athletics is all about. 

"We're going to give her every 
chance."

The Al­
umni Association's budget commitments depend upon 
$100,000 in unrestricted contributions and over-all con­
tributions of $226,000. And we will be working toward a goal 
of 6,000 contributors (that's only a paltry 14 per cent of our 
alumni on record). During the 1973-74 campaign, 4,521 Joyal 
Sioul( alumni contributed to the Development Fund. The 
money was used to accomplish some of the p1·ojects pictured 
in this issue.

Design Award 
The Olaf H. Thormodsgard 

Law Library at the University 
of North Dakota has received 
the top merit award of the 
North Dakota Chapter of the 
American Institute of Archi­
tects in its 1974 Design Awards 
Program. 

Foss, Engelstad & Foss, Inc., 
of Fargo was the architect on 
the project, which included the 
four-story library addition and 
an extensive remodeling of the 
existing School -0f Law build· 
ing. 

The library, dedicated in Oc­
tober 1973, houses 142,000 vol­
umes and provides an academic 
atmosphere for 175 readers, said 
UND Law Dean Robert Rush­
ing. A diagonal north wall of 
full-height glass brings natural 
light and a controlled view to 
intimate study areas while 
maintaining the window ar­
rangements of the existing 
building. Remodeled portions 
restore and reinforce the origi­
nal character of the existing 
building, which was constructed 
in 1923. 

The project includes 18,600 
square feet of remodeled area 
and 26,000 square feet of new 
area. Approximate cost was 
$900,000.

'Tin huts' remain popular with students

If the \\"Ol'<ls "Park Vil­

lage" or "Tennis Village" 
spark some YiYid college 
memories, ch an c es are 
you're among UND's early 
da,·s "lrntment" residents. 

And, if you remember liv­
ing \n tho<:,e po2.t-\Yol'\d \\'ar 
II anrl I{,>rean-\Yar mar­
ried student housing areas, 
you probably also recall be­
coming expert both in the 
tricky kdmique for safely 
lighting the oil stove heat­
ers (now replaced with gas 
uni.ls) and in gi.vi.ng an occa­
sional blow torch treatment to 
the pipes from th(' outside oil 
tanks to the huts. 

"On very cold mornings 1t 
was prc\\y common to see 
!'iOmeone out jn b:ick of a unit 
H·irh a blow torch, trying val­
iantly to thaw a frozen oil line 
in order to ge\ ~ome heat in the 
huL" rel·alb cunent UND Vice 
Pn·sident of Finance Gerald M. 
Skogley with a smile. He was a 
1954-56 resident of Park Vil­
lage. 

"We paid $28 per month rent 
mo.st of the time we lived there; 
and those probably were ihe 
least expensive two years of 
my hie, as tar as h\'i.ng costs 
go," Skogley recently remm­
jsced 

Current UND tin huts resi­
dents pay more than a monthly 
$28 tor their units, but inter­
views with several occupants 
indicate they consider their $65 
per month rent a real bargain, 
especially since it now includes 
heating costs. 

"The huts are really a good 
deal for married students, for 
the money," said Carol Linde­
mann, a four-and-a-half year 
veteran of tin hut living whose 
husband now is in his second 
year of medical school at UND. 

The Lindernanns and their 
two children (ages three-and-a­
half and six months) plan to 
move from the unit in .lune, 
but, like many other residents 
throughout the huts' 27 year 
histories, they will take with 
them many longlasting memor­
ies. 

''This has been our first home 
and we had our chiJdren while 
living here. Although it's get­
ting pretty cramped now with 
two children, it always wi.ll be 
a source of many good memor­
ies for us," Mrs. Lindemann 
said. 

Skogley's comments w e re 
similar: 

"lf l had it to do over, l'd hve 
in the hutments again. They 
hold many good memories tor 
us, especially of the friends we 
made while living there, many 
of whom we still maintain con­
tact with." 

The original 196 army surplus 
two bedroom units-firsl called 
hutments but now generally 
known simply as tin >Juts-were 
brougl1t to UND and assembled 
here in 1947 under a special 
agreement with the U.S. gov­
ernment. They were given to 
the school on condition UND 
provide land .and cement slab 
bases for them, as well as in­
stall sewer and water 1.ines. 

The idea, carried out on many 
campuses across the country, 
was to provide critically needed 
hou"&ing tor the large number o{ 

returning military veterans 
who were enrolling at the uni­
versity under GI BjJI pr.)­
visions. 

According to Loren F. SV!an­
son, current UND vice presi· 
dent for operations and 1948-57 
director of housing, rent on the 
units when first o:pened in 194.1 
was $19.60 per month- with 
names on the married student 
housing waiting list then num­
bering about 450. 

UND \eased the Park Vil\age 
site, about 10 blocks northeast 
of central campus, from the 
Grand Forks S~hool district !or 
placement of 12 of the tin du­
plex buildings (144 units). An­
other six buildings were placed 
along Princeton Street, where 
Hancock and Squires Halls now 
are situated; and the remaining 
20 were put on campus in Ten­
nis Village-aptly named be­
cause it was near the former 
site of the university tennis 
courts, now the location of Har­
rington Hall. 

Those Tennis Village tin hut 
units shared the area with a 
number of depression vintage 
wood CCC (Civilian Conserva­
tion Corps) barracks, installed 
in the early 1940's as married 
housing units and the male 
"Avenger," "Dauntless" and 
"Mariner" dormitories. 

The Grand Forks school dis­
trict's need for Park Village 
land to builde new ~chool (the 
current Valley Junior High) 
spurred the gradual movement 
of the units in 1956-58 to their 
current site immediately west 
of campus, in a married hous­
ing area caJled West Green. 

Of the 196 units originally 
brought to the university, only

\32 were moved to West Green, 
mostly from Park Village. The 
remainder were so 1 d by the 
university to various bidders. 

When the huts were moved 
the oil sto\'es were replaced 
with natural gas space heaters 
and new kitchen stoves were 
mstalled. Aside from the switch 
to gas heal, however, \hi.ngs 
today remain much the same as 
jn the tin huts' earlJer days, 
with current occupants pr:::;vid­
i.ng their own refrigerators, 

She explained there is on1.y 
one drawer in the unit, just a 
few cupboards and a11 the clos­
ets are open-problems they 
have helped remedy by build­
ing shelves into much of the 
closet areas, hanging curtains 
over the closet openings and 
putting up a hanging peg board 
for-kitehen utensils. 

"Since we knew exactly what 
the unit was like when we took 
it, we really have no major 
complaints,'' Fred added. 

I 

According to Vice President 
Swanson, Cirst preferences for 
Hn huts used to run about 50 
,percent of all on the waHing 
list for married housing, but in 
the past several years those re­
quests are down to about 30 
per cent. 

"The long range universily 
planning is to take the huts 
our," he said, "but the p1·oblem 
through the years has been a 
constant demand and need for

furnishings, phones and elec­
tricity fees. 

Unlike the earlier days, rent 
today also includes a cable an­
tenna connection for television 
sets - standard entertainment 
appliances now, but rare pos­
sessions in the earlier days of 
tin hut living. 

Skogley recalls he and his 
wife felt they were really on 
the road to luxury living when 
they were able to buy a tele­
vision set shortly before he fin­
ished his UND studies. 

''It really was a comical sit­
uation, looking back on it, be­
cause with that big oil stove 
practically in the middle of the 
living room, you really couldn't 
be very far from anything in 
the room. So when we watched 
our prized television set, we 
were sitting just a few feet 
from the screen," he said with 
a laugh. 
Skogley also remembers buying 
area rugs to cover the cement 
slab floors-a practice still in 
vogue !or current residents. 

Beth and Fred Wosick, for 
example, have lived in their tin 
hut unit for two and a half years 
now, since just a few days after 
they were married. And, in the 
true spirit of student resource­
fulness, they have covered most 
of the floors in their unit with 
c 1 ever l y pieced-together tile 
and carpet remnants. Their new 
purchases include little more 
than a shag area rug and some 
pieces of furniture in the Jiving 
room. 

"This unit was in pretty 
tough shaJ)e when we moved 
in,'' Beth recalls. But with the 
help of three gallons of paint, 
supplied by the Family Housing 
Office, much ingenuity and 
numerous trips to the Grand 
Forks Salvation Army and Val­
ley Thrift ShOJ?, the Wosicks 
have made their tin hut home 
a cozy reflection of their per­
sonal tastes and interests. 

They have painted the orig­
inally beige metal gas heater a 
dull black, making it look like 
the now-fashionable Franklin 
stoves, and have on display 
numerous antiques and me­
mentos of Fred's days in Ger­
many with the army. 

The Wosicks had to think 
hard to come up with many 
complaints about current tin 
hut living. 

"I guess the biggest problem 
for me is a lack of storage 
space, especially since we have 
all our possessions here with us 
and we have quite a bit of 
bulky camping gear," Beth said. 

Their list of " things we like 
most" about tjn hut living, be­
sides the low rent, relate pretty 
much to the Family Housing 
office's relaxed rules on the 
personal decorating allowed in 
the buts. 

"We have a freer reign on 
what we can do with our unit 
than residents of any other uni­
versity housing. We can put 
paneling on the walls, hang pic­
tures without worrying about 
the nail holes and do just about 
anything that won't damage it," 
Fred explained. 

Looking back on their past 
two and a half years, the Wo­
sicks say they wouldn't change 
a thing about their choice of 
student housing. In fact, they 
plan on staying in their tin hut 
unit another 18 months, while 
Fred completes his graduate 
studies in geology . 

UND currently maintains 768 
units of married student hous­
ing, inclu'ding the 132 tin hut 
units. Rents range from the low 
oi $65 for the tin huts to $110 
for some split level and six­
plex units. On the average, 
however, most one bedroom 
units are $90 per month, and 
most two bedroom units, $100. 

Is the appeal of an approxi­
mately $35 per month rent sav­
ings over another UND two 
bedroom unit enough to keep 
students interested in the more 
rustic tin hut living? 

them, even with the newer 
housing that has been built. 

''At present we still haven't 
reached a point where it is 
possible to remove them be­
cause we have a good number 
of students wanting them. But 
I think they may be removed 
within the next five years." 

From t.h.e point of view of 
current residents, the Wosicks 
said they like tin hut living 
and hope the units will be kept 
in use as long as possible. They 
added, however, they can fore­
see a not~too-distant day when 
needed repafr work on things 
like pipes, gas heaters and sink­
ing cement slabs may make it 
economically infeasible to keep 
the huts. 

According to Family Housing 
Office information, there now 
are several temporarily vacant 
tin hut units and abouf 255 
names on the waiting list for 
varied types of married student 
housing, which indicates that, 
given some decrease in sludent 
interest and the aging of the 
units, the days of the tin huts 
at UND may indeed be num­
bered. 

Nothing, howevt!r, can alter 
the place the huts always will 
hold among the fond memories 
of the many occupants who 
shared their first years of mar­
ried life in tho~e co2.y tin 
homes.

Dr. Ernest D. Coon 

Professor part of campus since 1909

Within a short two-block walk 
from the University Center lives 
a man who might well be termed 
UND's distinguished "affiliate in 
residence." 

Dr. Ernest D. Coon, professor 
emeritus of chemistry, has been 
a part of the UND campus scene 
continuously since 1909, when he 
came to attend the University's 
Model High School and began a 65-
year tenure that easily distinguishes 
him as the faculty member with the 
longest continuous UND association. 

Today. two UND degrees, more 
than 5,000 students in 40 years or 
teaching, and nearly 15 years of re­
tirement later, Dr. Coon, at 85, still 
can be seen visiting the campus reg­
ularly. 

He describes as "wonderful" the 
way the campus has grown since his 
first days here, when the university 
was Just 25 years old and consisted 
of Jess than 10 instructional build­
ings. 

There's a particular pride in his 
voice when he talks about the "new" 
chemistry building (Abbott Ha11, 
opened in 1962), which he worked 
on designing and considers a high 
point of his UNO memories. 

The man whom many a former 
UNO chemistry student may remem­
ber for his adherence to the princi­
pal that "if 1 can't read your writing, 
your work is not correct," said he 
continues to be a strong believer in 
the importance of thorough knowl­
edge of. the basic skills. 

"My advice for universities today 
is they should pay more attention to 
the quality of high school training 
in the "three R's." They should in­
sist on students being able to write 
well enOugh to be easily understood 

before admitting them," said Dr. 
Coon, who remembers some students 
not knowing how to look up a word 
in a dictionary. 

There are, however, also many 
students he remembers with great 
fondness; and he and Mrs. Coon ex­
chan@'.e yearly Christmas letters with 
about 50 former students and faculty 
colleagues to keep in touch. 

Unlike some university professors, 
teaching rather than research was 
Dr. Coon's primary interest. 

He most enjoyed instructing an ad­
vanced class on colloids chemistry -
the study of substances comprised of 
particles in a certain fine size range 
- but he also was enthusiastic about 
teaching freshman level courses be­
cause "they gave me a chance lo 
present chemistry princil)als to many 
non-majors who might never again 
have any chemistry instruction." 

Dr. Coon recalls spending about 
75 per cent of his work time in 
teaching. The remainder he used for 
continuing research on his main in­
terest area of nitrogen oxides, com­
pounds probably best known for 
their relation lo atmospheric pollu­
tion, some types of rocket fuels and 
nitrate fertilizers. 

His UND degrees include a 1920 
B.S. in industrial engineering and a 
1922 M .S. in chemistry. Dr. Coon 
started his chemistry teaching while 
a UND graduate assistant in 1920 
and earned his Ph.D. in chemistry 
Crom the University of Wisconsin in 
1932, while on leave from his position 
as a UND assistant professor. Full 
professorship came in 1941; and he 
served as chairman of the Chemistry 
Department from 1957 until his re­
tirement in June, 1960. 

The busy Dr. Coon was not, how­
ever, a man of just scientific inter­
ests. His outside activities ran the 

range from singing in a glee club 
and landscape oil painting to service 
on such a long list of university com­
mittees and other organizations that 
Mrs. Coon recalls she sometimes 
thought of herself as a "committee 
widow." 

Those memberships, most of which 
involved. presidencies in various 
years included: Sigma Xi, the sci­
ences honorary; North Dakota Acad­
emy of Sciences; the area American 
Chemical Society chapter and service 
on the national governing body of 
that organization; the Wesley Col­
lege Board of Trustees; and the UND 
administrative, curriculum and pres­
idential search (resulting in the ap­
pointment of President George Star­
cher} committees. 

Health considerations have re­
stricted Dr. Coon's activities over the 
past several years and forced him 
to suspend his research last year, but 
he still maintains an active and in­
formed interest in university matters 
and in keeping as busy as possible. 

And the South Dakota minister's 
son, on the go since age 18 when he 
became one of the Soo Linc Rail­
road's youngest station agents, ap­
parently is not ready to let his health 
restrictions daunt him. 

Looking at one of several of his 
colorful landscape paintings that de­
corate the walls of the Coon living 
room, he commented with a thought­
ful smi1e: "You know, 1 haven't done 
any painting for some time now, I 
think I'd like to start that up again." 

DR. COON plans to resume landscape painting. 
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
